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1. The support details for the STEM Female Junior Research Fellow and the STEM

Female Research Fellow
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(1) The Fellowship will provide the STEM Female Research Fellow JPY 150,000/month
as stipends during the period described below.

OApplication Category D1: December 1,2021 — March 31, 2024

OApplication Category D2: December 1,2021 — March 31, 2023

OApplication Category D3: December 1,2021 — March 31, 2022
The fund disbursements will be in every two months for two months in May, July,
September, November, January, and March. In case where interruption and/or
cancellation is needed due to pregnancy, childcare, illness, and other reasons, the office

will determine plans after confirming individual cases.
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(2) The Fellowship will provide the STEM Female Junior Research Fellow JPY
75,000/month as stipends. For STEM Female Junior Research Fellows, the Fellowship
will disburse in a lump sum for the fiscal year. In FY 2021, the Fellowship will begin in
December, the amount will be for four months, which will be JPY 300,000.
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(3) The Fellowship will distribute the research expenses to the STEM Female Research
Fellow up to JPY 420,000/year (in FY 2021, up to JPY 140,000/year) during the same
period as the stipends being provided. For the STEM Female Junior Research Fellow, the
Fellowship will distribute the research expenses up to JPY 240,000/year (in FY 2021, up
to JPY 80,000/year) during the same period as the stipends being provided. In case where
interruption and/or cancellation is needed due to pregnancy, childcare, illness, and other

reasons, the office will determine plans after confirming individual cases.
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(4) The stipend is taxable as a miscellaneous income, and the STEM Female Research
Fellows and the STEM Female Junior Research Fellows (hereafter, they are called the
STEM Female Research Fellows) are required to file an income tax by themselves.
Moreover, if they are a tax dependent of the supporter (parents, etc.), it will be possible
that they will no longer be a dependent with the fund from the Fellowship. Please tell the
supporter (parents, etc.) that the stipend is a miscellaneous income under the tax law, and
query the employer of the supporter (parents, etc.) about health insurance and details of

the dependent status.
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(5) The Fellowship provides the STEM Female Research Fellows opportunities for
developing capacity and realizing their career plans utilizing The Young Researchers’
Portfolio (the Portfolio system dedicated to young researchers). In order to increase
research effectiveness and to record research evidences, the Fellowship helps to utilize

the system that appropriately manages research data and related documents.
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2. Cancellation of the STEM Female Research Fellows

In case where the STEM Female Research Fellows fall under either of the situations listed
below (1) to (5), the Fellowship will stop the disbursement of the stipends and the
distribution of research expenses.

(1) Has an income (more than JPY 2,400,000/year).

(2) Become appointed as a Japan Society for the Promotion of Science (JSPS) Research
Fellow, is sponsored by a Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship student, or
financially supported through scholarships/ grants, etc., by her home country.

(3) Reports withdrawal by the STEM Female Research Fellows.

(4) Takes the leave of absence from the University. Note that in case of pregnancy,
childcare, illness, and other reasons, the office will determine the plans according to
individual reasons, such as the interruption of the disbursements of the funds, and
resumption upon their return to the University.

(5) Other cases where the President of the University determines the cancellation of the

Fellowship is valid.
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3. Return of Stipends and Research expenses
In case where a cancellation of the STEM Female Research Fellows occurred and stipends
is over disbursed/research expenses is over used, the STEM Female Research Fellows

must return the excess amount.
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4. Others

(1) The STEM Female Research Fellows are allowed to work part time and/or receive
salary as a TA and/or RA, etc. within the degree that do not negatively affect their
research activities. In case where it is recognized that they earn an income (more than
JPY 2,400,000/year), their Fellowship will be cancelled.

(2) The names of all the selected STEM Female Research Fellows will be publicized on
the Hiroshima University’s website.

(3) The personal information described in the application documents and provided by
their departments on the office’s request will only be used for the purposes of the
selection processes, preparation for the appointments, and educational/research

instructions, etc.
